to get going again, he obviously learned from the
experience. Now therees a guy | want for a friend!

ENSAMPLE 1: Acts 12: In a fit of sheer exas-
peration, wicked King Herod had James executed,
and afterwards was so gratified by the accolades of
the Jewish leadership that he decided to do it again
with another Christian. This time his target was Pe -
ter, who he then had apprehended. This evil despot
was so intent on obtaining the same result, he had
Peter thrown into prison, chained to the wall and t o
guards, as he was to be personally guarded by 16
elite soldiers. All that just to guard one self pro -
claimed pacifist! Meanwhile, unbeknownst to Herod,
the church was making prayer without ceasing to
God for Peter.

And so it was as Peter slept in prison sur-
rounded by thick stone walls, guarded and chained
to soldiers and walls, that an angel appeared. Peter
was so soundly asleep that the angel had to smack
Peter, just to get him to wake up! A groggy Peter
stands up as his chains fall to the ground, and the
angel tells him to get his stuff together because
theyere leaving. Peter was fairly discombobulated as
he proceeded to just mosey out of prison and walk
thru the city following the angel. Was it really ha p-
M pening? Was it a
vision? Was it just
a really weird

dream? Peter
wrestled with
those  thoughts

and then the an-
gel disappeared,
leaving Peter
standing alone in
the big city. Peter
then  probably
" pinched himself
ﬂ real hard, and
~ |finally under-

stood it had all

really happened.

Now what? Well, Peter had a really strong desire
to testify to the church of this fresh and incredib le
experience. Peter clearly understood that things like
this need to be shared with the whole body. There-
fore, he went where he knew many of the church
would be, the home of Mary, the mother of John
Mark. Peter well knew his fellow disciples, because
they were there, and had been there the whole time
expressly praying for him to be released.

Maryes abode was surrounded by a tall wall and
a locked gate. There was no intercom system, nor wa
there even a peep hole, so Peter just knocked. Onhe
other side of the gate was a young sister named
Rhoda, who had left the others, for just a little whil e,
to breathe in a little fresh air after constant prayer.
Out of the starlit and silent night, Rhoda heard th e
knocking and inquired, *Who is it?e Peter replied,
eltes me, you know, Peter.e Rhoda jumped for joy and
ran to tell the others, but she neglected to unlock the
gate, leaving a puzzled and befuddled Peter high and
dry. So Rhoda ran inside and told the prayer warriors
that the answer to their prayers was right outside.
They heard what she said, as they looked this sister
up and down. After which, they told her she was
nuts! Still our heroine persisted with her story, a nd
after much insistence persuaded these <believerse to
just come outside and look for themselves. Our Sister
Rhodaes testimony was vindicated, because when
they all finally opened that gate, there stood the an-
swer to their prayers, Peter! An experience rich in
reflection for all of us.

ENSAMPLE 2: Mark 8:27-38: Jesus inquired of
his disciples, *Who am 1|?+ Peter immediately re-
sponded with the correct answer, *You are the
Christle  Jesus understood his disciples needed to
learn some very difficult concepts, and so he began
teaching them some very sad things which would
happen to *The Christ.e Things like much suffering
rejection by many, and being killed. Jesus also told
them that in 3 days he would rise again, although t hat
particular point didnet seem to sink in at all. Inde ed,
Peter got so hot under the collar that he actually be-
gan rebuking what his Lord had just told them. I b e-
lieve the next few moments would become indelibly
etched in Peteres memory, as Jesus said to him, «Get
thee behind me, Satan.e

What Jesus said next was for everyone to hear,
and so he called to everyone around to hear
this: *Whoever will come after me, let him deny hi m-
self, take up his cross, and follow me... Whoever will

save his own life will lose it, but whoever will lo se
his life for me will save it... Whoever shall be
ashamed of me or my words, of them | shall also be
ashamed.e Peter never forgot those words, and
upon much reflection eventually he came to under-
stand them very well, as all faithful disciples nee d to
do.

ENSAMPLE 3: John 18 1-12: The betrayer Ju-
das brought soldiers to Gethsemane to bind and take
Jesus away. The Lord knew they were coming and
went forth to meet them with the question, *Who do
you seek?s They answered, ¢Jesus of Naz-
areth.e Jesus calmly said, ¢I am he. Now the trut h
has a way of causing the weak to recoil and those
guys really recoiled with the bluntness of our Lord s
simple words. Then Jesus asked the same question
again, and they gave the same reply again. Para-
phrasing Jesus, he then replied, okay then letls get
going, but first let my disciples go their own way.

This was a super extraordinary moment in
time, and a sleep-deprived Peter had been quietly
observing all this. He knows this is a crucial junc-
ture, and so Peter says to himself, ¢I gotta do some-
thing, right now.« Well, you know what he did. He
made the knuckle headed move of pulling out a
sword, and in the ensuing madness somehow cut off
the ear of the high priest!s servant. Jesus perforned
an obvious miracle in front of them all by reattach -
ing the severed ear. Then he rebuked our bewildered
Peter with the words, «The cup which my Father has
given me, shall | not drink it?e Wow™ There was
scantily little time to reflect on those words that
night, but rest assured, Peter would spend a lot of

time in the days and years ahead reflecting on the
words, *The cup which my Father has given me,
shall | not drink it.e

Indeed, reading thru First and Second Peter is
a true object lesson in the art of learning by reflec-
tion. By using the tool of reflection along with ot her
tools, Peter had come to understand that, *The trial
of our faith is more precious than gold.c He came t o
understand that we are, sLively stones, a holy
priesthood, offering up spiritual sacrifices.e Unde r-
stand that in this world we are, Strangers and pil-
grims, who need to abstain from fleshy lusts.e Un-
derstand that, «If the will of God be so, it is bet ter to
suffer for well doing, than for evil doing.e Under-
stand that, If anyone suffers as a Christian, let them
not be ashamed; but rather glorify God.e Under-
stand that, *We are given exceeding great and pre-
cious promises, that we might be partakers of the
divine nature.» Understand that, *We have a more
sure word of prophecy; that we do well to take
heed, as a light shining into a dark place until the
day dawn, and the day star arise into our
hearts.e  Understand that, The Lord is not slack
concerning his promise, as some would think.e Un-
derstand that, *The day of the Lord will come as a
thief in the nighte Understand to warn us,
*Beware, lest you fall from your own steadfastness,
but rather grow in grace and knowledge of our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ. To him be glory both now
and forever.e
